Along with his production work, Ben Shedd has taught 

58 film and digital production classes at five Universities 

including his alma mater, the University of Southern  

Californiaõs School of Cinema/Television, and Princeton 

University, the California Institute of the Arts, the       

University of New Mexico, and Boise State University.     

In 2006, Ben was the co-chair with Jana Kemp of the 

Idaho Film Task Force and is a longtime member of the 

Academy of Motion Pictures Arts and Science.   

His 30th project as director is GREEN IS THE COLOR OF 

MONEY, the DVD documentary story about building one 

of the worldõs most energy efficient, high performance 

buildings - the USGBC LEED CS Platinum rated Banner 

Bank Building in downtown Boise. 

Ben co-produced and executive produced the Boise 

based Make-A-Wish movie STAR WAITERS, dreamed up 

by 12 year old wish kid Mitch Kohler.  The 35 minute 

movie received the Audience Award for Best Comedic 

Short Film at the Idaho International Film Festival. The 

Make-A-Wish of America has selected the STAR     

WAITERS wish from 13,600 wishes granted this year for 

its national 2009 Infinite Wish Award, given each year to 

the chapter that involved a whole community to make 

this wish happen.

Cinema and Digital Media Studies Certificate Proposal  

This interdisciplinary certificate program is designed to provide undergraduate students and community mem-
bers with an historical, aesthetic and practical understanding of cinema.  Students are required to complete 
seven courses (21 credit hours) of classes from the following lists.

BSU students may enroll in the Cinema and Digital Media Studies Certificate program concurrently with 
work on a bachelorôs degree. The certificate is similar to an academic minor and is awarded after the degree is 
awarded. 

Community members who already hold an associate or baccalaureate degree may enroll in the certificate 
program or take individual classes as non-degree seeking students.  

Academy Award winning filmmaker Ben Shedd has 

been a professional film and video director,        

producer, and writer since 1970 and has directed 

and produced 32 films.  He shares a Peabody Award 

for the Public Television NOVA® science series 

where he worked on the very first programs for that 

series.  Ben received the 1978 Academy Award® 

Oscar® for Best Documentary Short Subject for his 

science film The Flight of the Gossamer Condor 

about historyõs successful human powered           

airplane.  The film was produced through his production 

company Shedd Productions, Inc. and was recently            
remastered in HD for the 30th Anniversary DVD.
